One of the early 

visionaries and direc-

tors of Beulah Gar-

den Homes Society 

had moved to Van-

couver from Beulah, 

Manitoba and was a 

significant influence 

on the origin of the 

name ï Beulah Gar-

den Homes Society. 

There was also the 

desire and vision in 

the name that the 

Beulah community 

being established 

would be a ñgarden-

likeò place where 

those who lived here 

could enjoy the crea-

tion as God intended. 

As we enter a new 

spring/summer sea-

son and appreciate 

the return of flowers, 

leaves on the trees 

and warm days, we 

are reminded every 

day of the wonder of 

the creation and 

Godôs care for it. 

Many of us enjoy the 

heritage and activity 

of gardening.
